• Must be currently enrolled in courses to receive funding. 

 

• Have a 2020-2021 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) on file 
with the Financial Aid Office. 

• If selected, must have completed federal verification requirements. 
• Must be a US citizen or eligible non-citizen. 
• Must be currently enrolled in courses to receive funding.  
• Certify the request for funding is due to COVID-19 circumstances. 

 
Exclusion Criteria: Non-degree, visiting students, students who have graduated or withdrawn, and JCU employees and their spouses who are using a faculty/staff 
tuition benefit are not eligible for this emergency grant funding. Federal guidelines exclude undocumented and international students from receiving HEERF II 
funds. Also excluded are transient students and those who are enrolled as non-degree-seeking students.
