SPOTLIGHT ON SPRING 2025 COURSES

This course surveys international
developments starting with
circumstances at the end of
World War II. It goes on to
consider how alliances formed,
the Korean War, how censorship
worked, official and dissident
culture in Eastern Europe, the
“Soviet” model in China, Cuba,
and Vietnam, and the role of the
Middle East and the arms race. It
concludes with an examination of
the collapse of Communist
regimes and their ramifications.
